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Kumamoto “KIZUNA” Declaration

The “World Tsunami Awareness Day” was established by the United Nations General
Assembly in 2015. The High School Students Summit on “World Tsunami Awareness Day”
was created the following year, in 2016. This year 2024, we, high school students from all
over the world, have gathered in Kumamoto, a place which has experienced many disasters,
such as the 2016 Kumamoto Earthquakes and the Heavy Rain Disaster of July 2020. Here,
we deepened our knowledge of disaster prevention, disaster risk reduction and
reconstruction.

Through our discussions, we learned about the hazards faced by various countries and
explored different approaches to implementing countermeasures. We also learned about the
value of creating bonds and sharing different points of view to form an opinion.

We are determined to put to practice the lessons learned in this summit, to communicate
them to the world and to pass them on.

Oln order to save lives, while assessing disaster risks, we will:

- Make information about natural hazards accessible to as many people as possible to raise
awareness;

- Create partnership with local and national governments and organizations to provide
assistance in preparing communities for natural hazard;

- Focus on youth education both through school curriculum and technologies, such as
games or applications, so that children are more aware of disaster risks and necessary
actions;

- Create opportunities for international exchanges to discuss and share ideas and solutions
such as today’s summit.

Oln order to avoid or mitigate the damage from hazards while maintaining harmony with
nature, we will:

- Invest in green cities and use nature-based solutions;

- Conduct evacuation planning and promote education such as organizing study tours;

- Invest in resilient infrastructure that is resistant to hazards.

Oln order to achieve creative reconstruction following a disaster, we will:

- Prioritize residents’ voices, beliefs, and values in order to maintain their cultural integrity,

ownership, and sustainability;

- Make recovery-related information accessible by using different languages and different
platforms in consideration of various types of social groups and their
situations/circumstances;

- Facilitate awareness to the importance of the mental health to decrease stigmas and
increase solidarity of the communities.

We are thankful for the blessings of nature, but we also recognize the dangers it presents.
We will continue to promote disaster prevention, disaster risk reduction and reconstruction
efforts together with the friends and the “KIZUNA” (bonds) we have formed here, as disaster
prevention leaders.
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The resolution to designate November 5 as “World Tsunami Awareness Day,”
advocated by Japan and later jointly proposed by 142 countries, including Japan,
was adopted at the United Nations (UN) General Assembly in December 2015.
This resolution was adopted with the intent of deepening international
understanding, raising awareness of the threat of tsunamis, and promoting risk
reduction measures and preparedness. Since 2016, the High School Students
Summit on “World Tsunami Awareness Day” has been held annually, serving as a
platform for high school students around the globe to learn about the threat of
tsunamis, how to take risk reduction measures, and ensure preparedness.
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mEEES In Kumamoto, we live together with nature, whose riches include: the
Concept magnificent grasslands of Mt. Aso, which has one of the world's largest calderas;

islands; long coastlines facing the open and inland seas; the Kyushu Mountains,
which are a series of 1,000 meter-high mountains; and rivers originating from
those mountains.

While enjoying the benefits of this rich nature, we have also been exposed to
threats such as earthquakes, torrential rains and volcanic eruptions. In 2016, for
example, we experienced the Kumamoto earthquakes—two consecutive temblors
with a seismic intensity of around 7 (the highest number possible). Subsequently,
in July 2020, Kumamoto was struck by torrential rains. These events took many
precious lives and caused enormous damage, such as the collapse of houses and
other forms of destruction that deprived local people of their livelihoods.

In response to these catastrophes, we have been working on recovery and
reconstruction with support from home and abroad in accordance with the concept
of “creative reconstruction,” which aims for building back better and even greater
development instead of restoring things to their original state. Having experienced
various disasters, we consider it our mission to pass on the lessons we have
learned from these experiences to the world. In response to the 2024 Noto
Peninsula Earthquake, we are doing our best to support the affected people and
realize rapid recovery and reconstruction. In addition, in preparation for the
potential Nankai Trough Earthquake, which may occur in the near future,
Kumamoto Prefecture is strengthening its efforts for “wide-area disaster
prevention.” A central pillar of this initiative is a new Prefectural Disaster
Prevention Center that will cover the whole of Kyushu.

In 2023, the world experienced several major disasters, such as the earthquake
in south eastern Tlrkiye, the earthquake in Morocco, the wildfires in Maui, Hawaii,
and the floods in Libya. All of these disasters caused great loss of life and affected
many people; and intensity and frequency of climate-related hazards are
increasing due to climate change. From this perspective, reducing disaster
damage is a key issue for the international community to address in promoting
global sustainable development.

In response to natural hazards, a common threat to the world, we need cross-
border sharing of knowledge and expertise gained through experience, and mutual
understanding and cooperation to promote disaster risk reduction and national
resilience. As a country that frequently faces earthquakes and other hazards, it is
particularly important for Japan to share its experiences, lessons learned, and
knowledge of disaster risk reduction with the rest of the world, and thereby
contribute to disaster risk reduction worldwide.

In this connection, this year's High School Student Summit on “World Tsunami
Awareness Day” 2024 in Kumamoto will be held with the aim of minimizing the
damage caused by natural hazards such as earthquakes as well as tsunamis,
developing future leaders for national resilience, and further deepening the
“kizuna” or “bonds” between countries all over the world.

This is the 6th High School Students Summit on World Tsunami Awareness Day since the first summit was
held in 2016. At this summit, we have a record-breaking 524 participants, including 212 high school students from
43 countries and regions overseas, together with high school students from Japan. Since the first summit, the
total number of participating students has exceeded 2,000 this time. | would like to express my sincere gratitude
to all those parties for their efforts to realize this summit.

In past summits, Japanese and international high school students have come together to learn about disasters,
enhance their awareness of disaster preparedness, and deepen meaningful exchanges.

Kumamoto Prefecture, the host of this year’s summit, experienced the devastating impacts by Kumamoto
Earthquakes of April 2016, with two major tremors recorded seismic intensities of 7. Over 200 people lost their
lives due to housing collapses, fires, and other effects of the earthquakes. Furthermore, in July 2020, record-
breaking heavy rains caused massive flooding of the Kuma River and landslides, resulting in many casualties.

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Report of Study Tour GI’OUp 1 in Kumamoto

Group 1 representative (Kuma River Basin Area)
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I'm very honored to be here today to tell you about the Group 1 Study Tour.

Our first activity was a visit to Kumamoto Castle, which was damaged by the Kumamoto earthquakes and
is now being restored. The Castle was so beautiful and wonderful.

Then we went to Nanryo High School and participated in many activities that the students prepared for
us. We learned many things from them, but what caught our attention the most was the Rain Garden project.
Do you know what a Rain Garden is? A Rain Garden is a small pit that collects water from the rain. By
allowing the water to infiltrate into a rain garden, it is possible to prevent the water from flowing into the
river all at once.

The next day, we went to Kuma Village and heard the story of the 2020 flood. This story is unfortunately
very familiar to us, the Brazilian delegation, because we went through a similar situation in our city in 2011,
where many precious lives were lost.

Last but not least, we went to Yatsushiro Port to participate in a tsunami evacuation training. What we
learn from all these experiences is that our lives are more important than anything. So, when the authorities
warn you, you have to pay attention. Take care of yourself. Take care of each other. Stay safe!

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Group 2 representative (Aso Area)
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| would like to report on the study tour for Group 2, the Aso area. | have never felt as privileged or as enriched as | do
on this study tour, and I'm so grateful for every opportunity.

We saw the fault line that was responsible for the 2016 Kumamoto earthquakes, which was very significant to
specifically for us. This fault line broke apart the lives of people. It did not just break bones or support beams, but left
many people fearing the unknown recovery ahead of them. We saw videos of victims and struggles, but also evidence of
the perseverance.

Next is part of the recovery. Out of all the efforts of aiding recovery and providing hope, the statue of Nico, which is a
character of famous cartoon, “One Piece”, lies on a portion of university grounds that were destroyed by the Kumamoto
earthquakes, and now has been turned into the museum. These characters brought hope, awareness, and funds to the
earthquake recovery process that was quintessential to providing locals with the means to go on.

And then we visited Kumamoto Castle. Centuries-old, cultural artifacts, walls and art of the Kumamoto Castle were
destroyed in this earthquake, and the process of taking this castle back to its original grandeur, will take upwards of 35
years. But there is so much manpower and so much dedication being put into the restoration of this castle, and | think
that is incredibly powerful representation of how Kumamoto has come together to not only restore its physical landmarks,
but also its culture and preserve that in the people.

Next is the School Exchange Program. We have formed an international community spreading friendship, awareness,
assistance, knowledge.

In this tour, we have gotten the opportunity to connect your story with ours, and found a strength that transcends
borders. This process has provided me with an insight and empathy of each of our battles with nature and the
importance of having international to assist one another in crisis. Thank you.
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Group 3 representative (Amakusa Area)
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Hello, it was a great pleasure to attend this summit and | would like to share and report on what | have learned
during the Group 3 study tour, the Amakusa area.

| was very shocked to see by the destruction caused by the earthquake at Kumamoto Castle. | learned that this
is why we need to emphasize on disaster risk for its impact on historical places like Kumamoto Castle. Not only
that, but also other historical places that we cherish in each of our own countries.

| was also amazed at how the people of Kumamoto are trying to rebuild and renovate the Kumamoto Castle by
maintaining its original form. Unlike some other countries like Tonga, this is a very difficult and nearly impossible
process.

| was impressed by how well prepared the disaster prevention center here in Japan was, as it was fully
equipped with resources such as stocked food and a secured ventilation system, etc., that can help in times of
need, and how | wish if this could be my poor country's resources.

| was touched by the experience shared by a survivor of the tropical cyclone Bart emphasizing on disaster
prevention through self-help and mutual assistance. What | learned is that if you sense that the weather is getting
stronger and strange than usual, you must evacuate without waiting for the disaster warning system. As it called,
houses can be rebuilt but you only live once.

Japan has taken disaster prevention, disaster risk reduction and creative reconstruction to a higher level, we
need to go back to our countries and share the knowledge and how important it is to take natural hazards
seriously.

Hello, we are Nanao High School students from Ishikawa.

On January 1 this year, the Noto Peninsula earthquake occurred. The earthquake caused a tsunami,
fires, and other serious damage.

The people of Noto ourselves included lost homes, friends, family, and many other things.

In order to make a better recovery, we made a proposal as high school students: “Reconstruction with
Noto's unique character.

We focused on local resources. Local resources are elements that exist in the region and can be used
for all kinds of human activities there. Firstly, we'‘d like to introduce Noto’s regional resources. In addition
to foodstuffs, there is Wakura Onsen, a series of many hot spring resorts, including Kagaya, which has been
ranked No. 1 in the hot spring industry in Japan for many years. It is also blessed with an abundance of
nature, which has been designated a World Agricultural Heritage site as “Noto‘s satoyama and satoumi”.
Next is history. The Mawaki Ruins is a place that appears in the manga, anime, and movie “Kimi ha
Houkago Insomnia,” in which Nanao High School is the setting.
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And Festival, the Abare Maturi held in Wajima City, and the Seihakusai, a UNESCO Intangible Cultural
Heritage Site, held in our Nanao City. In addition, many tangible and intangible traditions have taken root in
Noto, such as the traditional craft of Wajima-nuri (Wajima lacquerware) and Aenokoto, a festival to thank
the god of rice paddies for a good harvest. Finally, we'd like to introduce you to the phrase: “Noto is kind,
even to the soil. Noto is a region united by the warmth of its local people.

These local resources of Noto are a direct reflection of Noto's attractiveness; in other words, they are
materials that appeal to Noto. In addition, in the past, when major disasters occurred, local resources
became symbols of recovery and spiritual center for local people.

We think the best way to utilize local resources is to implement dark tourism and hometown tax payment.
For the sake of time, we will only explain hometown tax payment today.

Hometown tax payment is a system of donating money to local governments that you wish to support. By
donating money to other areas, you don't have to pay taxes, moreover you can also receive special products
and other rewards from that area.

When researching the use of hometown tax payments, we found an example from the Kumamoto
earthquake and decided to use it as a reference. Furusato Choice in Kumamoto Prefecture offered three
types of support: the traditional form with returned goods, direct support as disaster relief, and government
crowdfunding to support based on how the money is used. We are proposing to add a new format in which
people can choose who they want to support. This is our version of Noto's hometown tax payment.

The fourth type of support we propose is a form of support in which you can choose the recipients of your
donation. You can donate to students, inheritors of traditional skills, and others with whom you would like to
use the money.

We believe that the local resources should be utilized as a material to send out the attractiveness of Noto
to the people in other areas and to encourage the people in Noto to rebuild the bond between them.

We believe that Noto can achieve a reconstruction that is unique to Noto by making the most of local
resources through dark tourism and hometown tax payment.
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Hello everyone, we are Wajima High School students from Ishikawa.

At the time of the earthquake, we faced great difficulties. Electricity was cut off, so we had to rely on a
Car cigar socket to charge our cell phones. The water supply was cut off for several months, forcing us to go
to a laundromat outside the city for basic laundry. In addition, we used the baths provided by the Japan Self-
Defense Forces to maintain hygiene and comfort during this difficult time. These experiences highlighted our
resilience and the importance of community support in overcoming adversity. Despite our hardships, we
learned to adapt and were grateful for the assistance we received from others.

In recent years, the proportion of elderly people in Wajima City has increased, and the voice of the elderly
has been strongly reflected, and the focus of Wajima City's recovery after the disaster has been on care for
the elderly. When discussing the future of Wajima, there are many young people who are unable to express
their opinions and true feelings and hold back their feelings, and it is currently unclear what kind of future
image young people and adults have in mind for Wajima when it comes to reconstruction. In addition, the
loss of cram schools and other learning facilities due to the earthquake caused the problem of not being able
to secure a learning environment.
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So how do we solve these problems? Here are some solutions. It is for the young people to take the
initiative in moving the current situation forward. For example, we can ask young people to think about what
they want to do, and then they can work on those needs themselves, or young people who would leave Noto
can think about the future of Noto and Wajima. In promoting this plan, we must not forget to have fun. If you
think too much about the town and its needs, you will not be able to solve the problems if you put yourself
under pressure. We offer three concrete solutions.

The first Action Plan is Everybody's Claim in Wajima High School. In this plan, claimants who have true
feelings that they normally can't express will gather and shout their true feelings from the rooftop of Wajima
High School. After that, we aim to get to know everyone's thoughts and feelings through free conversation
with the audience, and to get them to look at the same way toward reconstruction. What we would like
everyone to do is that the audience will enjoy the event with us as we work toward this goal!

The second Action Plan symbolizes high school students as “flowers” and elementary school students as
“bees,” with “Pollen” represents the insights and experiences gained through their interactions. The
exchange between the two groups aims to create new possibilities for the future. Just as bees visit flowers
to collect pollen and foster the growth of new blooms, the interactions between high school and elementary
school students are intended to cultivate hope and inspiration. This is especially meaningful for elementary
school students who feel uncertain about their future due to the impacts of the earthquake disaster, helping
them envision a brighter tomorrow through connection and collaboration.

The third Action Plan is to make sweets that can be eaten by people and pets. In Wajima, the number of
stray cats in the area increased as a result of the earthquake. Some of these cats were lost as a result of the
earthquake. Initially, we wanted to shelter the lost cats, but it was difficult for high school students to get
directly involved in sheltering cats, so we promote this project as a way to help the animals in a different
way. The recipes were devised by the students and, with the help of confectioners, many prototypes were
made during the summer holidays. We gave tastings at a cultural festival and improved the sweets based on
the many opinions we received, and this month we were able to go on sale three times. Luckily we were able
to sell them all out.

Distinguished guests and participants, my name is Kazuhiko NAKAMURA, Assistant Minister and Director-General for Global
Issues from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan.

At the outset, on behalf of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan, let me express my heartfelt admiration for the excellent
work of the “Youth Ambassadors for World Tsunami Awareness Day” who have travelled to Kumamoto all the way from their
home countries and regions.

| was impressed with your passion for this summit when vice-chairs WATANABE-san, SHIOJIMA-san, and the moderator
ITO-san paid a courtesy call to Mr. HOSAKA Yasushi, Parliamentary Vice-Minister for Foreign Affairs, on the 22nd of August.

On the 1st of January this year, Japan was hit by a magnitude 7.6 earthquake that struck the Noto Peninsula in Ishikawa
Prefecture and caused enormous damage to the affected areas. Subsequently, in August, a magnitude 7.1 earthquake also
occurred off the coast of Miyazaki Prefecture, which is only about 150 kilometers away from Kumamoto. On top of these recent
events, it is also estimated that there is a high probability of the “Nankai Trough Earthquake” occurring in the near future. This
earthquake is expected to trigger a tsunami and cause catastrophic damage to southwestern Japan, which is a source of
serious concern for our nation.

| believe that you had a chance to experience the beautiful nature in Kumamoto for yourselves through this visit. Its rich
natural surroundings include the magnificent grasslands of Aso, the Kyushu Mountains, the land enriched by rivers, and the
islands facing both the open and inland seas. However, | would like to draw your attention to the fact that the beauty of nature
and the harshness of nature are like the two sides of a coin. It is impossible to fully understand Kumamoto without
understanding its history of disasters, such as the Kumamoto Earthquake in April 2016 and the record-heavy rain leading to
flooding and landslides in July 2020.

Japan is a country that has experienced various disasters, and we understand the importance of being aware, in advance, of
the risks they entail. For example, the combination of the Great East Japan Earthquake of 2011 and the tsunami that followed it
was an unprecedented disaster that caused tremendous damage. In spite of that, however, almost all the students of the
elementary and junior high schools in the affected Unosumai area of Kamaishi City managed to escape to safety. This is simply
because they were aware of how they should behave immediately after the earthquake.

As we look around the world, we see that disasters resulting in large numbers of victims and casualties are occurring more
and more frequently. In this context, disaster risk reduction has become a much more significant issue for the international
community to achieve sustainable development. And we have a duty to share our lessons from various disasters with the world,
to learn from each other, and to pass them on for future generations.

| hope that this Summit in Kumamoto has provided a valuable opportunity for all of you to deepen your understanding on
disaster risk reduction.

As youth ambassadors, please bring back the lessons learned during your stay in Kumamoto, and share them with your
families and friends. Such actions have the power to save many lives.

Let me conclude my remarks by saying that | hope this Summit will be an inspiration for all attendees and by wishing every
success to the participating Youth Ambassadors for World Tsunami Awareness Day.

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Dear youth ambassadors, distinguished participants, ladies and gentlemen, on behalf of the United Nations Office for
Disaster Risk Reduction, | would like to congratulate you on organizing the High School Students Summit on World Tsunami
Awareness Day 2024, with approximately 500 students from about 40 countries. Thank you for being part of this year's World
Tsunami Awareness Day commemoration, which is especially significant, as this year marks the 20th anniversary of the
catastrophic Indian Ocean Tsunami of 2004.

This disaster resulted in an immense loss of life and remains one of the deadliest disasters of this century. But from that
disaster, the world learned the importance of disaster preparedness, and specifically, the importance of enhancing early
warning systems to reach everyone. However, despite the progress made in the last 20 years, much more is needed,
especially around investing in our youth to create a culture of disaster prevention. That is why on this 9th anniversary of
World Tsunami Awareness Day, we are calling on countries to “Empower the next generation for a resilient future”.
Specifically, we are calling for three actions:

The first is the empowerment of children and youth with the knowledge to protect themselves from hazards. And as
agents of change, we depend on you to spread this knowledge at home and in your communities. In the context of tsunamis,
this means knowing the signs of a tsunami, participating in evacuation drills, and raising awareness of tsunami risks. We saw
the power of this in the “Miracle of Kamaishi,” when junior high school students led more than 360 elementary school
students to higher ground to escape the waves of the 2011 Great East Japan Earthquake and Tsunami. This is a miracle you
are all capable of re-creating.

Our second call to action is for all schools to be built and retrofitted to be disaster resilient, including against tsunamis. In
June, | had the honour of visiting such a school in Sendai City, which is now a museum and memorial. This school saved the
lives of 320 people who went up to its roof when the 2011 tsunami struck. It was one of only a handful of buildings that
survived the waves in that specific area.

Third, we are calling all countries to endorse the Comprehensive School Safety Framework, so that governments commit
to doing their part in these efforts. If we can act on these three priorities, then we will have taken a major step towards
preventing a repeat of the disasters of the past, and towards implementing the Sendai Framework for Disaster Risk
Reduction.

That is why | would like to express my gratitude to Japan, not only for its leadership in disaster risk reduction, but also for
its dedication to helping other countries, including through its support for UNDRR and the annual commemoration of World
Tsunami Awareness Day. And we must all act, including the students at this summit. You can all be future leaders in
Disaster Risk Reduction. | ask that you please commit to raising awareness of disaster risks, and to helping yourself, and
others, take action to reduce those risks. | would expect nothing less from you; the Youth Ambassadors for World Tsunami
Awareness Day. Thank you.
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Hello, high school students. This is Prime Minister Ishiba Shigeru. | am very pleased that the “High
School Students’ Summit on ‘World Tsunami Awareness Day’ in Kumamoto” is being held with such
grandeur.

You may know the origin of World Tsunami Awareness Day. There is an anecdote called “Inamura
no Hi (The Fire of Rice Sheaves),” which tells the story of a leader who, during the Ansei Nankai
Earthquake on November 5, 1854, set fire to his own rice sheaves in order to guide people who had
fallen behind in the darkness to higher ground, saving many lives from the impending tsunami.

In 2011, Japan designated this day by law as “Tsunami Disaster Prevention Day” to draw lessons
from the Great East Japan Earthquake, in which approximately 20,000 precious lives were lost in the
massive tsunami. Subsequently, Japan has made efforts, and in December 2015, the United Nations
General Assembly unanimously adopted a resolution to establish a “World Tsunami Awareness Day.”

This year, on January 1st, the special day for celebrating the New Year, the Noto Peninsula
earthquake struck Ishikawa Prefecture, causing tremendous damage, including a tsunami. Noto was
also hit by heavy rains last month, and the hard work of recovery and reconstruction continues.

In recent years, not only earthquakes and tsunamis, but also heavy rains have become more severe
and frequent not only in Japan but also around the world. Our mission is to share the lessons learned
from disasters in various countries and apply them to future countermeasures.

| believe it is highly significant that the High School Students Summit, under the theme “Lessons
from Kumamoto for the World and the Future,” is being held here in Kumamoto, which has been struck
by major disasters such as the 2016 Kumamoto Earthquake and the torrential rains in 2020.

| would like to conclude my remarks by expressing my hope that the young people who will be
responsible for the future will take advantage of the knowledge and mutual bonds deepened by this
Summit and play an active role in Japan and abroad as leaders in disaster prevention and building
national resilience in the future.

Q: Please tell us what you learned at the Summit and what impressed you about your interactions with high
school students from around the world.

A: Chairperson KAWAI : At the Declaration Coordination Meeting, | was able to learn about the role of a leader in
bringing together and summarizing the opinions of people from different countries/regions and with different
values. | was also impressed with the attitude of praising and recognizing each other's culture.

A: Vice chairperson SHIOJIMA : In addition to learning about disaster prevention, risk reduction, and
reconstruction, | was able to hear different points of view that Japanese people do not have. | thought it was
very good that many of the overseas students were proactive in their conversations, and even when they
stopped talking due to nervousness or other reasons, the people around them looked after them warmly.

A: Vice chairperson WATANABE : When we talk about reconstruction in Japan, we often think of rebuilding
damaged structures, but one group expressed the value that things destroyed by nature should not be fixed,
and | learned about different values.

A: MC ISHIKAWA : | shared my experience of the Kumamoto Earthquake, but there are people around the world
who have experienced various disasters, such as those caused by climate change, and | was able to learn
about knowledge and efforts for disaster prevention and risk reduction from various perspectives. It was very
stimulating to learn about perspectives | wasn't aware of.

A: MC YOSHIZAWA : | was impressed by the overseas student who said that he wanted to apply what he had
learned about disaster prevention, risk reduction, and reconstruction in Kumamoto to his own country. It was
a great learning experience for me to realize that Japan's efforts are connected to the development of disaster
prevention around the world. | was also impressed by their willingness to share their culture by wearing
traditional clothing and performing songs of their own country and region, which made me want to spread the
culture of my own country.

A: MC ITO : It was a good experience for me to learn that the challenges and concerns related to disasters, such
as floods, tsunamis, droughts, and earthquakes, are different in each country. | also practiced English
pronunciation, intonation, and pause to breathe so that | could play my role as a MC well.

We have compiled the results of a questionnaire survey of domestic and overseas
students and supervisors who participated in the Summit.

Most of the participants, both in Japan and overseas, indicated that the various aspects
of the Summit (preparation, presentations, and discussions) had deepened their
knowledge and provided new insights into disaster prevention, disaster risk reduction, and
reconstruction. Both domestic and overseas participants also noted that the Summit had
raised their awareness of the importance of disaster prevention, disaster risk reduction,
and reconstruction. They expressed a strong desire to actively participate in similar
international exchange events in the future and were pleased to have been a part of the
Summit.

In the free-response section, domestic participants gave high marks to the group
discussions and expressed their desire to continue learning English after interacting with
overseas students. Many overseas participants also commented on the acquisition of new
knowledge, broadening their perspectives, and deepening their insights, as well as the
exchange and new friendships they formed.

These responses indicate that the Summit's goals of developing future leaders in
disaster prevention and disaster risk reduction, and strengthening bonds among countries

around the world, were widely shared by the participants.
